« Avoidance of duplication and inconsistency

+ Reasonable availability of data elements

» Value of information commensurate with the cost

« Uniformity to permit efficiency of collection and to allow interstate
comparisons

« Ensure the accuracy of data collected and protect confidentiality

« Reasonable availability of data at a fair cost to the user

« Broad application to all Plans 1, 2 and 3

« Compatibility with electronic data reporting

« Allow reasonable lead time for compliance with reporting requirements

o Department participates in the IAIABC standardized
electronic reporting for claims and insurance coverage
= Proof of Coverage (POC)
o Plans 1, 2, and 3 report to NCCI — NCCI reports daily to POC
= First Reports of Injury (FROISs)
o Plans 1, 2, and 3 report to Dept. within 30 days of notice of
injury/OD
= Subsequent Reports of Injury (SROIS)

o Plans 1, 2, and 3 report to Dept. every 6 months from date of
injury/OD; upon closure of a claim; or upon Dept’s request
